Works Director Paul Teicher, City Administrator Matt Hylen and City Clerk Barb Held.

h. Resolution 2010-47: Adopting the License Renewals for 2011: MOTION BY
KANE SECOND BROWN TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2010-47 A RESOLUTION
APPROVING THE LICENSE RENEWALS FOR 2011. Sandoval said weren’t we going to
have the bar owners come in to talk to us about how they are going to handle situations during
Pioneer Days. Kane said I don’t actually remember agreeing with that. I think we were going to
let the police department handle the situations. Brown said when they come in for a special
permit that is a time to address the concerns. Hylen said I do recall the discussion to have them
come in but I do not recall if it was at the time of their license renewal. They have provided all
paperwork required for their license renewal. We can have them come before the council when
they apply for dance permits or any special use permits associated with Pioneer Days. Sandoval
said [ don’t want to deny the annual license. Schaffer said I believe we need to have a dialogue
with them. I would like to make that a motion. Tveit interrupted Schaffer and said we already
have a motion on the floor. Kane asked to call the question. All in favor of calling for the
question. Motion carried 5-0. Original motion carried 4-1. Schaffer voting nay.

8. Reports of Consultants & Staff Members:

a. Engineer: Ambassador Blvd. Trunk Utility Improvement Update: City Engineer
Jared Voge provided the City Council a memorandum on the Ambassador Trunk Utility
Improvement project. Hylen noted as it states in the memorandum the project continues to
progress. Construction of the main lift station located on the north side of Ambassador Blvd. on
east of Trunk Hwy. 47 is underway. Ninety-five percent of the pipework has been installed.
During the following months while the lift station is being completed, the contractor will
complete all necessary testing of the piping system. During the winter months, the Contractor
will also be testing the pumps, controls, and generator associated with the new main lift station.
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The lift station is expected to be fully operational in Spring, 2011 at which time the DeGardner
Circle and Stark Drive lift stations will be eliminated. When weather permits in the spring of
2011, turf restoration and bituminous repairs will be completed.

Mn/DOT Cooperative Construction Agreement No. 88006-R Invoice: Voge also
provided a memorandum on the letter from MnDOT regarding a Cooperative Construction
agreement and Final Contract Voucher. In May of 2005, the cooperative Construction
Agreement was executed between MnDOT and the City of St. Francis for cost participation
provisions for right turn lanes and bypass lane improvements on Trunk Highway 47 at the
intersections of 229™ Avenue and Cree Street. The City already has paid $139,754.48. The
remaining balance for the City’s portion of the improvements associated with the Cooperative
Construction Agreement is $25,130.41. At the time of the Agreement was executed, no State
Aid Funds were programmed for repayment of the costs incurred. Voge noted based on his
review of the improvements completed it appears as though the improvements may be eligible
for State Aid reimbursement through the State Aid variance process. Voge recommends the City
pay the full amount of $25,130.41 to MnDOT and should the State Aid variance be approved the
City could reimburse itself with the State Aid proceeds. MOTION BY SANDOVAL SECOND
KANE TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT OF $25,130.41 TO MnDOT FOR THE
COOPERATIVE CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT No. 88006-R. Motion carried 5-0.
MOTION BY BROWN SECOND KANE TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ENGINEER TO TRY
AND QUALIFY FOR REIMBURSEMENT WITH STATE AID FUNDS FOR THE
EXPENDITURE. Motion carried 4-0. Schaffer abstained.

Police Dept: Authorization to Purchase a 2011 Chevrolet Tahoe off State Bid: The
Police Department received a 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe through police forfeiture a number of years
ago. This was the first 4x4 full size vehicle the department has utilized. Since acquiring the
vehicle, it has been used by patrol during inclement weather and some medical situations. The
daily primary use of this vehicle is for the investigator. MOTION BY KANE SECOND
BROWN TO AUTHORIZE THE POLICE DEPARTMENT TO PURCHASE A 2011
CHEVROLET TAHOE THROUGH STATE BID WITH FUNDS COMING FROM THE
POLICE DEPARTMENT BUDGET. Sandoval asked if the 1999 Tahoe would be taken out of
service. Police Chief Jeff Harapat said we are not sure at this time. With the recent trade in
amounts we have been receiving, we may want to keep it to see if any of the other department
may be able use it and be better utilized. The price off the State Bid for this type of vehicle
(Tahoe) is very good. Brown agrees with keeping the Tahoe. Schaffer said did you say we are
getting a grant. Chief Harapat said no we are purchasing it off State Bid. Motion carried 5-0.

City Administrator Report: Anoka County Connect Update: As Anoka County
Continues with their fiber project with Zayo, we will be asked to sign a contract with Anoka
County called a “Connectivity Services Agreement With Community Anchor Institution(s) For
Broadband Services At Co-location Service Site(s). I have been meeting with Anoka County as
well as other Anoka County Cities to ensure this agreement is beneficial for all parties involved.
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We will be asked to enter into this agreement within a few months. Hylen stated he just wants to
keep the Council informed on the progress.

Tveit asked how the dialogue has been going on updating the library in St. Francis. Hylen stated
he would contact Anoka County to see how they are proceeding. There were public hearings
held earlier this year and the St. Francis library was noted as being small for the use that the
building gets.

9. Reports from Council Members: Sandoval wishes Mr. Brown the best of luck and it
was a pleasure working with you on the council.

Schaffer said in all honestly I can’t say the same thing. It has been interesting, stimulating,
exhilarating to know Tim Brown. You win some you lose some. There is a Rally on January 4t
about foreclosures and a moratorium on them at the State Capital everyone is invite. Schaffer
said Ray Jones brought this to his attention that Hugo in Washington County, they contract with
the county. I called them and they only have five police officers and they are bigger (population
wise) than us. 1 am racking my brain to cut cost.

Kane said I had the pleasure in meeting with the industrial technical teacher Brent Stavig at the
St. Francis High School. I wanted to see what they had in their program. It is more than an
industrial arts program it is a complete manufacturing program. We are going to be working
together bringing his students to our company and we will also help bring machines to them.
Mr. Stavig is trying to get the students interested in manufacturing. I too have enjoyed working
with Mr. Brown. You brought forward a lot of common sense. Tveit said in his business too,
they are having problems bringing younger people in to this line of work.

Brown said it was a pleasure; [ will come back from time to time.

10.  Report from Mayor: I do have a rough draft of an ad for a fundraising event called
“Mayors Trail Ride” to be held January 22, 2011. The Mayors of Andover, Anoka, Oak Grove,
Ramsey and St. Francis will be participating. Anyone can ride and you are to meet at the Anoka
County Fairgrounds with rider registration at 10:00 and depart at 11:00 am ending at the Rum
River Hills Golf Course in Ramsey. Each City had to designate a non-profit organization for the
proceeds to be distributed to, and I chose the St. Francis Ambassador Program.

If Lepak (City Attorney) was here, [ was going to give him the annual reviews I received for the
City Administrator. Schaffer said I never got one. Tveit said it was in the packet back in
November and I did remind the council members to hand in their reviews a couple meetings ago.
I will be meeting with the St. Francis Area Chamber on January 27, 2011 to meet with the local
businesses.

11.  Old Business: Brown said regarding the City Administrator’s review documentation, we
did receive it electronically.

12. New Business: None.
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a. Efficiency Report Card-Public Works: Public Works Director Paul Teicher reported
the contract with the skating rink management company is working very well. I know it is just in
the infant stage but with the amount of snow, we have received this year it has been great to
have. I do not know if we would have even had time to get the rinks ready. We also have added
our new sander controls and they are working very well. We are seeing a substantial savings in
our salt usage with these new sanders. Kane said after the last large snow event you did clear the
roads very well, please let the guys know how good of a job they did.

Anoka County Contract # 2010-0333
AGREEMENT FOR RESIDENTIAL RECYCLING PROGRAM

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into on the Ist day of January, 2011,
notwithstanding the date of the signatures of the parties, between the COUNTY OF ANOKA,
State of Minnesota, hereinafter referred to as the "COUNTY", and the CITY OF ST. FRANCIS,
hereinafter referred to as the "MUNICIPALITY".

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Anoka County will receive $413,023 in funding from the Solid Waste
Management Coordinating Board and the State of Minnesota pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 115A.557
(hereinafter "SCORE funds") prior to the effective date of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Anoka County anticipates receiving an additional $413,023 in SCORE
funds in the spring of 2011; and

WHEREAS, the County wishes to assist the Municipality in meeting recycling goals
established by the Anoka County Board of Commissioners by providing said SCORE funds to
cities and townships in the County for solid waste recycling programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises contained
in this Agreement, the parties mutually agree to the following terms and conditions:

l. PURPOSE. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for cooperation between the
County and the Municipality to implement solid waste recycling programs in the
Municipality.

2. TERM. The term of this Agreement is from January 1, 2011 through December 31,
2011, unless earlier terminated as provided herein.

3. DEFINITIONS.

a. "Problem material" shall have the meaning set forth in Minn. Stat. § 115A.03,
subdivision 24a.

b. "Multi-unit households" means households within apartment complexes,
condominiums, townhomes, mobile homes and senior housing complexes.

C. "Opportunity to recycle" means providing recycling and curbside pickup or
collection centers for recyclable materials as required by Minn. Stat. § 115A.552.

d. "Recycling" means the process of collecting and preparing recyclable materials

and reusing the materials in their original form or using them in manufacturing
processes that do not cause the destruction of recyclable materials in a manner
that precludes further use.

e. "Recyclable materials" means materials that are separated from mixed municipal
solid waste for the purpose of recycling, including paper, glass, plastics, metals,
fluorescent lamps, major appliances and vehicle batteries.
